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Graduate On Time

AFrom the time you enter the ninth grade, you have four
(4) years, or eight (8) semesters to graduate from high
school. If you don't graduate "on time" in eight
semesters, no core courses taken after the eighth
semester will be counted toward your NCAA academic-
eligibility requirements.

AGraduation "on time" also means that if your high school
graduation takes place June 1, you graduated June 1. If
you do not graduate June 1 with the rest of your high
school class, you have not graduated "on time."
